The Division is responsible for the
network of sewers conveying sanitary sewage and industrial waste in the
City of Cleveland from their point of origin to an inceptor sewer or treatment
facility for processing. The Division maintains, cleans, repairs, and improves
sewers and their appurtenances, including catch basins, relining and relaying
of sewer connections.
